As you are all aware, we are once again in a national lockdown and therefore all learning for the majority of pupils will be remote. From Wednesday 6th January, formal learning will begin and all work will be uploaded onto your child’s Tapestry account. If you have any technical issues with Tapestry, please contact us as a matter of urgency. 
Home learning for this week (6th-8th January), will be uploaded onto tapestry by 9:00am on Wednesday 6th January. As of next week, work will be uploaded on a weekly basis by 9:00am on the Monday morning. Home learning will consist of daily maths and English lessons, as well as an afternoon topic grid, which will be based around a different theme each week. Work set is in line with curriculum expectations and it is crucial for your child’s education that it is completed. It would be beneficial if, where possible, your child’s work is uploaded onto tapestry or emailed to your class teacher daily. Therefore, the teacher will be able to provide regular feedback and answer any questions within 24 hours. 
Our staff have created learning packs which include stationary, workbooks and learning aids. These can be collected from 9:00am on Wednesday 6th January. If you have requested that you require IT equipment, this will also be available to collect from 9:00am on Wednesday. You will need to sign a loan agreement to cover loss or damage. 
During this time, staff will be working in school on a rota basis, but will still be available to answer any questions or queries daily.
