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Music Our Music focus this term is based around “On this Island” British songs and sounds. We will investigate sounds and songs of the British Seaside, countryside and city. We will finish the term by learning the traditional Christmas songs which we will be performing in our whole school Christmas performance “A very Merry Street Lane Christmas”.


Art and DT 
This term our art-work will be closely linked to our weekly themes and topics. We will practise using soft pastels to create fire work effect pictures, folding and cutting skills to create a Diwali paper lantern, opposing colourway handprints to create a display for our anti-bullying display ‘one kind word’ and of course a calendar and Christmas cards to round up our topic of ‘Let’s Celebrate’.

Computing Our computing topic for this term is exploring algorithms. The children will learn what an algorithm and how they are implemented as programmes on digital devices.

RE This term we will be learning about different celebrations. We will discuss how the children celebrate birthdays and special events at home. We will then learn about the Hindu celebration of Diwali and the Jewish celebration of Hanukkah. Towards the end of the term we will teach the children about the Christian time of Advent leading up to the Christian celebration of Christmas.


English Phonics- We will continue our daily work with the phonemes from phase 5 phonics and looking at alternative phonemes for different graphemes.  
Grammar- We will keep practising the use of capital letters for the start of sentences and full stops. We will also be learning to identify different types of verbs such as common verbs, adverbs, and action verbs. We will introduce the use of commas in a list and encourage the children to use ‘?’ and ‘!’ to extend their sentences.
Writing- We will focus on punctuation and structuring sentences in different ways. We will make sure we compose sentences orally before writing. We will practise the correct formation of lower-case letters and capital letters and digits. Work produced will include descriptive writing, poetry, and information texts. We will continue to explore a range different words and display new vocabulary linked to our topic in our ‘Word Frame’. The children who are Star of the Week that week will be encouraged to write a diary entry to tell us what they have been up to over the weekend with our class puffin ‘Pippa’. We will use Makaton to support communication each day in the classroom.
Reading- We will continue to develop the children’s comprehension skills during guided reading sessions and 1-2-1 reading. The children will use both fiction and non-fiction texts and learn about the common characteristics of information texts.



Topic- History
The children will be exploring what it was like to live in Ripley/Denby 100 years ago. We will explore different historical terms to secure children’s understanding of the past and expand their vocabulary. We will learn about our school and how it may have looked 100 years ago compared to now. We will also learn about The Bourne Family and Denby Pottery and understand why it is well renowned in our local area. We are going to be making our own clay and will link this to our Art and DT. 



Science- Environment
The children will learn how we can look after our planet by recycling, conserving water, protecting plant and animals and reducing pollution. We will use our focus books to be able to explore these issues thoroughly and will have a new Scientific word of the week tto help the children expand their vocabulary. We will learn about climate change and the effects this is having on our planet. We will learn about the different habitats of animals and how these animals are endangered due to the destruction of habitats. We will use lots of story to teach this topic and explore how to be positive and proactive.

PSHE: Exploring Emotions – Throughout this topic we will explore the different emotions we feel and how we can help manage them. We will also learn about road safety during Road Safety Week and have a focus week on Antibullying during week 3 of the term. 

PE We will use the outdoor area every day during independent learning time to promote gross motor development. The children will have one PE lesson on a Tuesday. Please send your child to school in their PE kit on a Tuesday. This term’s focus will be Gymnastics – this will help with their core and fross motor skills.
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Maths- Number
We will continue our addition and subtraction topic with a focus on number bonds to 100 and ensure the children improve their rapid recall of these. We will be finding and making our own number bonds. We will also be subtracting 2-digit numbers from 2-digit numbers. We will then move onto multiplication and division and ensure the children are familiar with the equal groups and can compare and add them. Finally, we will be revisiting the unit of measurement in money, enabling confidence in coin recognition, and counting money. Finally, we will be finding the total of money, the change difference and answering two-step word problems. 
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
