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	Topic- History (Toys Through Time!) 
This term, we are learning all about Toys from the past and how they have changed throughout the years. The Puffins will explore toys from today and compare these to toys from the past. We will also look at the important changes and use a range of sources to find information about the past. We may ask parents and grandparents to share some of their favourite toys from when they were our age.

Maths- 
This term the Year 1s will be consolidating their addition and subtraction knowledge with numbers to 10. We will start the term by looking and comparing number bonds to 10. We will then move on to multiplication and start to make arrays using concrete objects. At the end of the term, we will be looking at 2D and 3D shapes. 
The Year 2s will also start the term by consolidating their addition and subtraction skills. We will be learning to add and subtract 10. During the final weeks of term, we will move onto money, we will be counting money in pence and pounds, and be able to find the difference and the total of money. 
PE We will use the outdoor area every day during independent learning time to promote gross motor development. The children will have one PE lesson on a Thursday. Please send your child to school in their PE kit on Thursdays. 


RE We will begin our unit this term by thinking about the religion Christianity and finding out what they believe. We will think about the beliefs that Christian people have and the importance of God. We will also look at the holy bible, place of worship, and how they pray.

When…

Music
The children will be learning orchestral instruments. We will be exploring a range of traditional stories and learning why the musician uses certain instruments for different stories. The children will then choose their favourite traditional story and perform their own call. 
PSHE: Anti-Bullying – Throughout this unit of learning, we will be exploring the impact of bullying and how to report concerns or abuse. We will learn that in school and the wider society, that we can expect to be treated with respect by others. Week 3 of term, is Anti-Bullying Week, this will be a theme across the whole school. 

English 
Phonics- The Phonics Foxes (Year 1s and some Year 2s) will continue their daily phonics with Mrs Curtis, Mrs Dixon, the Phonics Ferrets (Some Year 1 and some Year 2s) will have their daily phonics with Mrs Skelton, and the Phonics Fireflies (Year 2) will continue to have their daily phonics with Miss Osborn. The children will be learning to blend words containing adjacent consonants and some polysyllabic words.
Grammar- Year 1s will be learning to begin to punctuate sentences with a capital letter and full stop and continue working on leaving spaces between words. Year 2s will learning to write sentences with adverbs, proper nouns and in regular present tense.
Writing- We will focus on sentence structure and formulating the best possible sentences. We will make sure we compose sentences orally before writing. We will practice the correct formation of lower-case letters and capital letters and digits. We will model correct grammar and new, ambitious vocabulary including words relevant to the topic and new words we have learnt in phonics. 
We will have a word frame in our classroom for children to be able to display new vocabulary linked to our unit. 
Reading- We will continue to develop the children’s comprehension skills during guided reading lessons and 1-1 reading. Your child will be sent home with a reading pack which will include books in their book band, a library book chosen by your child and their reading diary. 
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Art and Design and Technology
Our focus this term is Design and Technology, and we will be exploring and making the structure of a babies chair. We will start by looking at the features and stability of the chair. Then, we will explore a range of materials and think carefully about what materials we could use to make our very own babies chair! The children will also be creating joints and structures with paper, card, and tape. Towards the end of term, the Puffins will be fixing and testing their very own chairs! 
Computing
This term in computing, the children will learn about the importance of data and information. We will use a range of technology throughout our computing lessons. We will be counting and grouping objects digitally and compare the group of objects. Towards the end of term, we will be able to answer questions about a group of objects.


Science- Everyday Materials and Their Properties.
Our Science focus this term is looking at different materials and their properties. We will start by looking at a range of objects and the materials from which they are made e.g., wood, plastic, glass and mental. We will then carry out an investigation to find the strongest material we can make for the Three Little Pigs House!  Towards the end of term, we will look at what happens to certain materials when they are heated or when they are cooled. We will record and communicate our findings in a range of ways and use scientific vocabulary.  
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
