	Children should have experience of working on a range of scales and surfaces.  To be able to link to their work to other artists, styles, media and movements. Looking at artists from different cultures and styles for example: ➢ Architects ➢ Botanical drawings/sketches ➢ Cartoon 
Children should be able to describe what they have done and made using progressively developing language including: ➢ Names of media, tools, equipment and techniques. 
You may want children to look at Austin’s Butterfly- the value of redrafting
